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  Missouri City Sidewalk Guidelines for FCCA Residents

The City of Missouri City and First Colony Community Association (FCCA) work together on matters involving Missouri City residents who also are FCCA members.  This includes sidewalk damage caused by trees located between the sidewalk and the street. 

Such situations are handled on a case-by-case basis by FCCA to assure the best resolution for all parties.  Possible FCCA mitigation options for the homeowner could be removing the tree and not replacing it, replacing it with another street tree or removing it and replacing with a yard tree that eventually will canopy the street.

Some points that pertain to all Missouri City residents:

· For sidewalk damage caused by street trees or other right-of-way landscaping, the homeowner must mitigate the tree or landscaping.  Then the City will pay for sidewalk repair through its replacement and repair schedule.  Possible mitigation options include:  tree and vegetation removal, root pruning, root barriers, re-routing of irrigation systems and consideration of alternative sidewalk materials.

· Property owners are responsible for sidewalk repairs and/or replacement from damage caused by the property owner, i.e., the sidewalk is broken due to installation of an irrigation system or swimming pool.   

· For most other sidewalk repairs, Missouri City follows a sidewalk inspection procedure and handles through the replacement and repair schedule. 

If a homeowner has a question on sidewalk damage adjacent to their property they may:

· Call the Missouri City Street Superintendent Ed Kupferer at 281-403-8500 to schedule an appointment for evaluation and mitigation suggestions, or 

· As necessary, the City or the FCCA arborist can be consulted.

All new landscaping installed needs to follow the right-of-way landscaping requirements in Chapter 13 of the City’s Design Manual, Right-of-Way Landscaping Requirements.  City staff is available to help homeowners with this step.  

While it is preferred that all parties agree on a resolution, the City may take direct action, if necessary.  When willful neglect is involved or a homeowner refuses to fix the tree, the City may issue an order for the resident to take action within a certain time period.  

If there is no resolution, the City may construct improvements and assess its expenses to the homeowner.  Guidelines for handling these situations are based on Section 46-5 of the City’s Infrastructure Standards Ordinance.
